Just think: it can buy pigs and
books...and songs and cheese and music—and what else, what else?...Money is a way of hav-
ing for ourselves objects which couldn’t have been if it wasn’t either for the ground—that is,
nature—or for what other people have done. Plainly, if we get what other people made, we have
to think we have a right to it. The first step in having a right to what other people have made is
to think about it.
